2.3 ISAF Sailing World Cup  
Update from Dan Ibsen (DEN) over the phone. 

DEN - It will be difficult to build up a world cup that will enhance all countries due to cost issues. For 

example travelling to Singapore from Europe is very costly and the other way around. Possibilities to 

borrow boats will be a key issue. Or transportation support from ISAF.  Co-operation with 

communication companies are on the way in Denmark to find a way to broadcast competitions live. 

This platform is a crucial part of the development. It could be a break thru to facilitate the use of live 

streaming on the internet to enhance communication and sponsor interest. It will be tested this 

summer.  

SWE – Sweden is focused on the world cups instead of the world championships. We need television 

broadcasts to receive sponsorships. It is on the right track. Economy must improve.  

 

Conclusion of the meeting is that we approve of the development of the World Cup as the main 

events. But the cost issue needs to be addressed.  The platform work done in Denmark is very 

interesting for all countries.  



2.4 7ÏÍÅÎȭÓ Match Racing 
Sweden – with only 24 entries choosen from the world ranking makes it difficult to have more than 

one team participating from one country. The world ranking also causes a problem to maintain more 

than one team high on the ranking list. Questions to be asked could be; Should one let the world cup 

in Mallorca results decide who can go to the next ones instead of world ranking?

4.2 SKSF Website 
SWE – A solution was presented at the last meeting. It takes time to organize access to the website 

due to the fact that the system is Swedish and there are difficulties in adding people with no Swedish 

personal security number.

4.3 Other Nordic items 
a. JNoM  

SWE – About the JNoM in Finland. Norway has a transportation agreement with the 

Tallink/Silja Line. Sweden wants to ask if they can use this agreement for the Swedish 

participants.  

FIN – Viking Iine is the sponsor for the event so that agreement should be used in first place.

b. Handicap system in the Scandinavian countries. 

The empirical system used by the Nordic Countries was discussed.  

We all agree that it should be easy for our sailors to compete in the different countries on a 

very basic level using a handicap system.  

This could mean that we have one common handicap system. It is important that we keep an 

open mind in this discussion and keep in mind that it is the easier access to competitions that 

is important to increase the interest of sailing.  

Next step: 

Each country should set up a meeting with their technical committee and participate in a 

common working group. 

c. Change of name of the Scandinavian Federation 

NOR - suggested to change the name of the Scandinavian Federation. Our members are more 

than the Scandinavian countries. The suggested new name was to change the name to North 

European Sailing Federation.
